All Mixed up mixed media
Check out the contemporary exhibit What Matters and look at Heide Fasnacht’s piece, Milky Way. Back 

in the studio, use inspiration from the exhibit and create a large piece of artwork by combining small 

objects, images and materials.

enlArging photogrAphy photography (2 day)
Shoot, develop, and print black-and-white photographs using your own manually adjusted 35mm film 

camera or a simple fixed-focus camera provided by the Museum. Learn how to operate the camera, 

compose images, and work in the darkroom. Play with resizing your photos to see how they changed.

stop Motion AniMAtion computer
this is your opportunity to learn the basics of animation that have been the standard for claymation 

and model-based animation in the movie industry. Create your own stop motion animation film by 

making an object grow and shrink.

Discover jewelry worn by men and women in 

precolumbian America. Back in the studio, learn

jewelry making techniques and craft jewelry of all

different sizes.

KAleidoscope sight mixed media
Every artist needs a kaleidoscope! Make one in 

the studio using small objects and then explore 

the gigantic patterns the kaleidoscope creates 

in the galleries!

Mini to MAMMoth origAMi origami 
Check out the tiny animals in the Greek gallery. In

the studio, learn traditional Japanese paper folding

techniques to transform pieces of colored paper

into amazing animals and shapes of all different

sizes!  

Mini MAsterpieces paint
Visit the European and American Miniatures 

gallery to see masterpieces created by famous

artists. In the studio, paint your own mini 

masterpiece on a small-sized canvas. 

Monster Me sculpture
Discover a variety of creatures in the Museum’s

galleries. then, build a life-sized monster out of 

recycled material inspired by what you saw.

peAceABle KingdoM mixed media
Create your own paradise on earth inspired by 

Edward Hicks' The Peaceable Kingdom and other

paintings of animals in the Museum. In the studio,

make a tiny kingdom of miniature plants, animals,

and birds using clay, paint, and mixed media collage.

petite puppets puppets
Find story characters in the Museum galleries and

create finger-puppets based on what you see. Get

together in groups and make up a story with your

new finger-puppets!
